LION JIM BAILEY RESTORES 561 CIVIL WAR GRAVESTONES

On April 12, 2011 The United States of America will recognize one of the most
significant dates in our Nation’s history. On April 12, 1861, the first shot of the
Civil War was fired at Fort Sumter by South Carolina militiamen. It will have been
150 years since that fateful day. While many argue this war was not one of our
country’s shining moments it none the less was a defining moment in our history.
Those who fought on both sides did so with passion and nearly 620,000
Americans sacrificed their lives for what they believed. The result of the war
between the states saw a new dawn for the North American continent. A new
nation was forged.

The United States of America has for many years
recognized the supreme sacrifice of our military in
numerous wars and conflicts but have we done the
same for those who died in our Civil War? In order to

honor in some small way the veterans of the Civil War, Lion Jim Bailey, a
great and proud member of the Wyoma Lions Club since 1989, undertook a
huge volunteer project. Jim decided to clean and restore the Civil War
veteran’s tombstones in Lynn’s beautiful Pine Grove Cemetery. For almost a
year – singlehandedly - Jim gave unselfishly of his time to this incredible
project. Lion Jim completed the first part of his project before the snow fell
when he finished cleaning the last of 561 stones. Each stone was washed,
scrubbed and buffed and took about 20 minutes to clean. Jim gave nearly 200
hours to his project and is not yet finished with the entire project.

The continuing project will become a joint effort with his Wyoma Lions Club and the local branch of the
GAR – Grand Army of the Republic to paint and restore the 561 flag holders which mark each grave
site. The GAR was initially organized as a fraternal organization composed of veterans of the Union
Army. It had an interesting history and evolved over the years until in 1956 after the death of its final
member it was dissolved. However there remains some locally active GAR groups, one of which is in
Lynn, MA where there is still a GAR Museum at 58 Andrew Street. There will be a ceremony in the
spring at the grave site to recognize the commitment of this group of veterans.

Lion Jim Bailey had many personal reasons to take on this project. Jim has a degree in history and for
a short time taught history. One of the gravestones marks his great grandfather’s grave. It is no surprise
that Jim is a history buff and especially enjoys subjects which could be considered “forgotten history”,
especially those actions in which people sacrificed for our liberty and freedom. Jim’s dad is a veteran
and has for many years provided services in a variety of ways to local veterans and veteran’s
organizations. Lion Jim’s patriotic nature and love for our country is unsurpassed by anyone.

LEHP is the main SightFirst funded initiative for industrialized nations.
LEHP is a community-based public awareness initiative that encourages the
early detection and timely treatment of glaucoma and diabetic eye disease
and the appropriate treatment for low vision. LEHP has been active in the
United States, Japan, the British Isles and Ireland, Canada, Australia and
Turkey. In 2005, additional LEHP materials were created for the United
States, including a CD-ROM and a new logo and design. Perhaps most
importantly, everyone interested in eye health can now participate in
LEHP, not just Lions clubs. This will help increase eye health awareness.
LEHP, pronounced "leap" is a community-based education program that
allows Lions clubs, other community organizations, and individuals to
promote healthy vision and raise awareness of the causes of preventable
vision loss. The mission of LEHP is to empower communities to save sight
through the early detection and timely treatment of glaucoma and diabetic
eye disease, encourage those at risk to undergo a dilated eye exam, and
educate those with low vision and their caregivers about the condition.
LCIF has CD-ROMs available that provide resources to promote healthy
vision in the U.S. Included are brochures, posters, videos and presentations
to help your local eye health program start.

EYE CARE RESOURCES
FREEEYE HEALTH MATERIALS FOR LIONS CLUBS IN THE UNITED STATES
LCIF is collaborating with the National Eye Institute's National Eye Health
Education Health Partnership (NEHEP) to develop co-branded Lions eye
health resources. These materials will be available by the end of 2011.
Materials are currently available from LCI, your District Chairperson and
National Eye Institute and are perfect for community eye health education,
health fairs and speaking events.

WOMEN’SEYE HEALTH
Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF) has partnered withWomen's
Eye Health.org to encourage regular and timely eye care treatment for
women, as well as seniors and children. Protect the vision of the women in
all of our lives; encourage your mother, sister, wife and friends to see an
eye care professional for a comprehensive eye exam on a regular basis.

Two other groups, children and seniors, are two important target
populations in your community who need to receive eye health education,
and your Lions club can provide this information easily. There are a number
of resources available to supplement your community outreach services and
to promote healthy vision for everyone.

Also available are
three public service announcements on senior's eye health, the negative
impact on vision of smoking and body weight.
