~ Guideline for Requesting Funding ~

All applicants must reside within Mass. Lions District 33N for funding eligibility. Any questionable request will be decided upon by the Visual Aids Foundation Inc., Board of Directors.

The Lions Club, serving the community from whence the request originated, shall be responsible for the following:

a) Informing one of the three (3) Board members, who represent the region the Club is in or the Foundation’s president of such request in writing.

b) Investigate the need for the requested equipment, i.e. recommendations from evaluations and or any other relevant test.

c) Assessment of financial need. (Do not request financial records)

d) Any possible alternative financial sources; Federal, State; Veterans; Municipal or private insurance.

e) Presentation of request to the VAF Inc. Board of Directors by Lions Club representative.

The request(s) shall include the following;

1) Recipient, Name; address and phone number 

2) Medical documentation of the visual impairment, if available

3) Evaluation results from Lowell Center, Mass Eye & Ear, Eye Professional or an approved VAF Inc. Vendor.   

Assessments are done by persons who deal with this type of equipment on a daily basis. This part of the procedure is paid for by the sponsoring Lions Club or insurance.

The regional members of the Visual Aids Foundation Inc., Board of Directors look forward to providing assistance to 33N Lions Clubs in accomplishing any or all of the above.
